 
Illness and Injuries

Statutory Framework – 3.51-3.52
Should a child become ill at the setting the parents/carers or another adult designated by the parents will be contacted and asked to collect the child.  In the meantime, the child will be made as comfortable as possible and be kept under close supervision.  Should a child need to go home prematurely, they should remain at home until they are better, or according to the times set out in the Health Protection Agency’s Guidance on infection control (available to view in the office).
If a member of staff becomes ill at work, similar restrictions on their return will apply.
If a child or member of staff becomes ill outside hours, they should notify the setting as soon as possible.  The minimum exclusion periods outlined in the Health Protection Agency’s Guidance on infection control will then come into operation.

If any infectious or communicable disease is detected on the premises, the Honeypot will inform parents/carers personally in writing as soon as possible.  The Honeypot is committed to sharing as much information as possible about the source of the disease and the steps being taken to remove it.
Covid-19 

A separate policy relating to the Covid-19 pandemic is in place and will be regularly updated in line with the government guidelines.
Head Lice

When a case of head lice is discovered at the setting, the situation will be handled carefully and safely.  The child concerned will not be isolated from other children, and there is no need for them to be excluded from activities or sessions.  When the child concerned is collected, their parent/carer will be informed in a sensitive manner.  Other parents/carers will be informed as quickly as possible in writing.  Staff should check themselves regularly for lice and treat whenever necessary.
All staff is offered first aid training. More than one member of staff holds a current paediatric first aid certificate.  This will ensure that there is always someone on the premises who is able to administer first aid should it be required.  
The setting has a First Aid box which contains all the appropriate content to meet the needs of the children.   It is the responsibility of all staff to keep the box within easy reach and its contents up to date. The location of the First Aid box and the names of qualified first aiders will be clearly displayed around the premises.

Hand, foot and mouth is very contagious and easily spread and is common in children under ten.  It is possible to catch the disease more than once, but children are unlikely to catch it again during the same outbreak.  Generally, the disease is mild and short-lasting and will clear after about 7-10 days.  Symptoms start appearing three to five days after infection and last for seven to ten days. First symptoms will include fever, loss of appetite, sore throat or small red spot in the mouth, throat and skin.  After one or two days, red spots in the mouth will develop into painful ulcers, particularly around the tongue, gums and inside of the cheeks. It may be difficult to eat, drink or swallow.  Any red spots on the skin will turn into a non-itchy rash over the next two days. The spots are flat or raised and will develop on the palms of the hands, soles of the feet and between the fingers and toes.

Exclusion period - Until symptoms have subsided.

In the event of a serious accident, incident or illness

The manager will notify Ofsted and the local child protection agencies of any serious accident or injury to, or serious illness of, or death of, any child whilst in the care of Honeypots, and act on any advice given.
The Honeypot requests that parents/carers sign the Emergency Medical Treatment Form enabling the manager or any member of staff so empowered, to give permission for emergency medical treatment for their child in the event of a major accident, incident or illness occurring.
If the child needs to go straight to hospital an ambulance will be called.  The parent/carer will also be contacted.  A member of staff will accompany the child to the hospital and will consent to medical treatment being given, so long as the Emergency Medical Treatment form has been completed and signed.

All staff have undergone Epi pen training and are aware of the procedure should an allergic reaction occur.
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
